The emphasis will be on water
safety, boat handling, capsize recovery, crisis
management, team work, sportsmanship and most
importantly, FUN! Sailors will be classified by age,
weight and skill level, and then placed in the
appropriate group. Class sizes are limited to allow each
child access to a boat. Basic swimming skills are
required and each child must bring a life jacket. Camp
will be held rain or shine and in the event of bad
weather, basic skills, tactics and sailing related
activities will be taught indoors. Learning to sail takes
time so at least two sessions are recommended for the
beginner.

This year we are pleased to introduce Don Lasky as our
Summer Sailing Camp director. Don, formerly assistant
sailing director at US Sailing Martin County, is a
Certified Level 2 Instructor. We look forward to
working with Don this summer

All instructors and coaches certified by the United
